The project comprised construction of a major green field
220/110kV, 400MVA substation to strengthen the 110kV,
400MVA substation to strengthen the 110kV transmission system
near Launceston and 110kV transmission line to provide an
additional injection point for the nearby Trevallyn Substation.
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The substation was built on a transmission line easement beneath
two 220kV and three 110kV and three 110kV transmission circuits
that were terminated at the new substation, together with two
additional 110kV circuits were diverted to the substation. In order
to provide for future transmission developments, the layour of the
220kV switchyard was designed to be reconfigurable from the
initial  double-bus arrangement to a breaker-and-a-half
arrangement by simply altering the location of overhead droppers.
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
